RICH STRIKE: The Kentucky Derby winner became the first healthy horse to bypass the Preakness 
after such a victory since Spend a Buck in 1985. Now he’ll try to become the first Derby-Belmont 
(only) winner since Thunder Gulch in 1995 and the first in history to do so without running in 
the Preakness. His scintillating rally in the Kentucky Derby from 17 lengths back may have to be 
curbed at Belmont, where it’s been since 2006 that a winner closed more than 10 lengths.

MO DONEGAL: The Wood Memorial winner posted the second-fastest final quarter-mile 
in the Kentucky Derby behind Rich Strike and takes the typical Todd Pletcher path from the 
Derby to the Belmont with 5 weeks in-between. Three-time Belmont winner Pletcher can 
join a list of only 8 trainers to win this race 4 or more times. The last Wood winner to add 
the Belmont was Empire Maker in 2003.

CREATIVE MINISTER: The lightly raced Preakness third-place finisher did so in just his 
third start, earning back the confidence and dollars of his $150,000 late Triple Crown 
supplemental fee. Now in the black, his connections will look for Belmont success. Trainer 
Kenny McPeek upset this race with 70-1 shot Sarava 20 years ago. 

WE THE PEOPLE: Cruise-control winner of the local Peter Pan Stakes, this Oaklawn spring 
sophomore has either blossomed or flourished over the wet track last out at Belmont. Sir 
Winston used the Peter Pan to score here in 2019, but no horse has swept the Peter Pan 
and Belmont since Tonalist upset California Chrome’s Triple Crown bid in 2014.

BARBER ROAD: One of the strongest finishers in the Kentucky Derby, this late runner 
exits a sixth-place finish in Louisville. While he’s lost 6 races in a row, each has come with 
commendable effort. His 20-length early deficit in the Derby likely will have to be truncated 
to be effective at Belmont.

SKIPPYLONGSTOCKING: Third in the Wood Memorial to Belmont rival Mo Donegal, he 
exits a fifth-place finish in the Preakness Stakes while making his Triple Crown debut. He 
joins Creative Minister as the only holdovers from Baltimore to Belmont. His signature win 
to date is a Gulfstream allowance at 1-1/8 miles.    

NEST: The Kentucky Oaks runner-up ran one of spring’s most impressive races when 
cruising in the Ashland at Keeneland. She has a distance pedigree for this race, and we’ve 
seen Todd Pletcher win this race with a filly, Rags to Riches in 2007. Pletcher also has 
Mo Donegal in this race and it’s interesting that Nest has been working toe-to-toe in 
company with that one in the mornings.

“Almost everything for me when it comes to the Belmont Stakes zeroes in on the mile and one-half distance,” Olczyk 
explained. “You certainly have to realize there are limitations and restrictions for some horses who simply can’t get 
the distance. Past running lines, running style and breeding can tell us the most.”

As the longest Triple Crown race by 440 yards, horses with an ability to finish 
strong over the previously shorter distances are coveted. That’s not necessarily 
come-from-behind horses, but rather those who have a sustained late kick 
from any spot in the race. The factors here lean less toward the early (E1, E2) 
pace of the Derby and Preakness and more to those who can sustain it. Overall 
speed is still important, but given we’ve seen so many poor Derby performances 
improved upon at Belmont, give a horse a mulligan for a poor showing.

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ANALYSIS: RICH STRIKE shockingly stormed past the betting favorites down 
the stretch at Churchill Downs to win the Kentucky Derby as an 80-1 longshot. I 
happened to be on site at Churchill for this historic upset and to say onlookers 
were stunned is an understatement! When RICH STRIKE, ridden brilliantly 
by Sonny Leon, crossed the finish line you could hear a pin drop as very few 
in attendance were familiar with the trainer, the jockey or even the horse.

Peter 
Pan winner WE THE PEOPLE is your morning line favorite at 2-1 and hopes 
to go wire-to-wire win as the speed of the race. WE THE PEOPLE feels short 
here as he has a TON to prove, though the No. 1 gate has produced the most 
winners in Belmont Stakes history. The more outstanding resume belongs to 
MO DONEGAL at 5-2. MO DONEGAL won the Wood Memorial impressively 
chasing down, and beating, the eventual Preakness winner Early Voting. 
This impeccably bred colt should be fresh for the Belmont. 

VALUE PLAYS: NEST (8-1), the lone filly in the race, is trained by Todd Pletcher 
(also trainer of MO DONEGAL), who has won the Belmont three times in his 
Hall of Fame career (including filly Rags to Riches in 2007). Pletcher has 
repeatedly said NEST wants the mile and one-half. Her daddy is the great 
Curlin which points to stamina and favoring the distance. NEST has won 4 of 
her 6 races and finished top 3 in the other 2. CREATIVE MINISTER (6-1) is out 
of the Tapit mare Tamboz. Tapit has sired 4 winners of the Belmont Stakes, 
including last year’s winner Essential Quality.

ANALYSIS: Picture yourself handicapping this year’s Belmont Stakes without 
May 7 on the calendar. Like an episode of ‘The Twilight Zone,’ the Kentucky 
Derby didn’t happen. (Heck, that was the case in May 2020, so maybe this 
exercise isn’t THAT crazy.) RICH STRIKE is just a common horse who chewed 
the bottom of some gimmicks at Turfway and is working fast at Churchill. 
MO DONEGAL is coming off a Wood Memorial victory against the new 
divisional leader, Preakness winner Early Voting. His trainer Todd Pletcher 
is going for a fourth Belmont score. MO DONEGAL might be the odds-on 
favorite in that scenario. As a handicapper, sometimes you benefit most 
when you simply draw a line through a race. Few will have the gumption to 
do that when it’s the Kentucky Derby.
       
MAIN CONTENDERS: Derby winner RICH STRIKE did, in fact, win the big one 
with a big late move. His final quarter in Louisville, timed by Trakus, was the best 
by any horse in that race since Animal Kingdom in 2011. MO DONEGAL wasn’t 
far off that with 2022’s second-fastest come-home time. RICH STRIKE stayed 
inside, MO DONEGAL went outside after being shuffled back from his rail draw 
earlier on. With a smaller field and different race shape, it’s not inconceivable 
to make up the 3-3/4 lengths needed. Remember, MO DONEGAL has won at 
Belmont already; RICH STRIKE’s record reads like a Churchill horse-for-course 
until proven otherwise. Beyond those, Pletcher stablemate NEST was awesome 
in the Ashland and may have bounced a bit in the Kentucky Oaks when still 
good enough for second. She, too, has won over the track and is bred to run 
all day. WE THE PEOPLE likely gets overbet off the wet track dominance in the 
Peter Pan. On a dry track, we’ll see if that effort was reality or Disney.

VALUE PLAYS: None projected. I see this race strictly running through the 
quartet of main players.

ANALYSIS: The key element in handicapping the 2022 Belmont Stakes is 
an accurate evaluation of the performance of RICH STRIKE in the Kentucky 
Derby.  Was the victory by the “no chancer” merely a product of an extreme 
and unique set of circumstances that are highly unlikely to be duplicated at 
a different track and distance and under a pace scenario that projects to be 
the polar opposite? Or will RICH STRIKE verify the strength of that victory 
when facing a field that will not be nearly as deep or talented as the one he 
disposed of five weeks ago, when after being stymied in severe traffic from 
the far turn to the head of the lane he produced one of the most devastating 
late kicks ever seen in the Run for the Roses?    
        
MAIN CONTENDERS:  It may be difficult for many players to accept a short 
number on the same colt that just paid off at 80-1, but if price is preventing 
you from backing RICH STRIKE in the Belmont Stakes, we suggest you 
get over it. Simply stated and despite a deep-closing style that usually is a 
disadvantage at a marathon trip, RICH STRIKE is likely to win again. He’s fresh, 
improving, bred to run all day, and looking terrific in the morning. The Todd 
Pletcher-trained pair of MO DONEGAL and NEST are as well, and it will be 
surprising if both don’t produce career-top efforts. These are the three main 
contenders in a race with a relatively small field that promises to be cleanly run 
and offer a fair chance to all. 

VALUE PLAYS: Anybody who can read a set of past performances knows that 
WE THE PEOPLE will be the controlling speed. And if catches the same type 
of wet track that propelled him to a 10-length win in the Peter Pan last month, 
the once-beaten son of Constitution could pull a “Conquistador Cielo” and 
wire the field. As this is penned, there is a chance for precipitation on Belmont 
Stakes day. If the skies open up, you have to toss him in.

On May 21, Kentucky Derby winner Rich Strike had his first work since his crowning 
moment at the same venue, Churchill Downs. His exercise rider Gabe Lagunes 
hustled him away aggressively from the half-mile pole, clocking the first quarter in 
:22.80 (according to track clockers). It took Rich Strike two furlongs to find his rhythm, 
when turning for home, he dropped his head, changed leads on cue and leveled out 
nicely. He galloped out five-eighths in 1:00.60 with his ears pinned, but with minimal 
encouragement necessary.

Nine days later, as planned by trainer Eric Reed, Rich Strike worked back at Churchill 
Downs, this time between races during the afternoon. Again, Gabe Lagunes stayed 
busy, encouraging Rich Strike to reach top gear, more indicative of a horse working 
without company. He was timed in :11.80, :23.20 and 34.80, according to Churchill Downs 
clockers, reaching the wire in :59 flat. This meant he came home in 24.20 then galloped 
out 6 furlongs in 1:12 and 7 furlongs in 1:26. Those are solid fractions. He did show a little 
more objection this time, visible by his body language, when asked to continue galloping 
out. Rich Strike earned the bullet and looked sound and healthy in his stride when doing 
so. I cannot fault him based off these works.
